Module provides a method by which to display tokens parsed by an associated
Reader Module as Digital Values.

Each JSON DigitalRead (Requester) module must be associated with a JSON
FileProcessor (Processor) module via the Processor ID. Each individual Requester
may only request up to 10 values, but multiple Requesters may be associated with
each Processor module, allowing for large amounts of data to be processed.

The notation for digital request is dot based in a format known as Json Path. Each
dot requests a more specific level. Arrays are supported using bracketed notation.
Arrays are zero indexed. “Clients[3].cellPhone[0].IsCurrent” would request the
“IsCurrent” value of the first array index of the cellphone data of the fourth array
indexed client in an appropriate Json file. An example file is provided with the demo
program. All requests are case sensitive. A malformed or failed request results in
an empty field. Any exception in the code is written to the error log and if the debug
flag for the associated Processor is *high’ it will also print to the trace window.

The DigitalRead is slightly unique in its operation. This module has support for
Boolean, Float, Integer, and String datatypes. A Boolean type acts as a simple
High/Low for True/False. For Floats and Integers, all non-zero values evaluate as
High, while a 0 evaluates as Low. For strings, a case-insensitive “True” evaluates as
High, while any other string evaluates Low.
