General Notes:

The NODE module MUST be used to communicate with any DriveRack unit. This
module must be connected to the DriveRack 4800 NODE.umc. This module will control
the four analog input gains, the mid mixer mute, and the master input volume.

Because the user can choose whether to have a mixer or router for each of the 8 output
channels, the Crestron programmer must use the proper module to match the ZonePRO’s
configuration. Connect the “Mid<x>_moduleTX’ and ‘Mid<x>_moduleRX" signals from
the NODE module to the corresponding DriveRack 4800 Mid Mixer(s) and/or DriveRack
4800 Mid Router(s) for each zone. See example program. NOTE: When the comm
cable is connected between the DriveRack and the Crestron, the user can open the
viewport and reboot the Crestron. If the module configuration does not match the
DriveRack configuration a “Configuration Mis-Match’ warning will be sent to the
viewport.
